	Mini-Tournament Promotion Points
USJA players can earn promotion points for competition in shiai at “Mini-Tournaments” until the end of 2023.  The “Mini-Tournament” must involve competitors from at least two USJA chartered clubs.  Competitors must be Active USJA members. Uncontested divisions are not eligible for points. Documentation must be included to verify points including the name & date of the event, event host/director, and the results of your division.  Non-documented events will not be considered. 
Points will be awarded as follows:
•	Entering the mini-tournament			1 point
•	Placing first in your division			2 points
•	Placing second or third in your division	1 point
•	Hosting the event				3 points
•	Officiating (Referee) 				2 points
•	Technical support/event set-up		1 point

You must be a USJA Blackbelt with current membership, background screen, heads up certification and safe sport certification to host a “Mini-Tournament”.

	Local & State Tournaments
For any USJA Blackbelt that schedules and hosts a local or state tournament, we will increase the promotion points now through the end of year 2023 as follows:
The local tournament must involve competitors from at least three USJA chartered clubs.  The state tournament must involve competitors from at least four different cities within the state.  Competitors must be USJA members. Uncontested divisions are not eligible for points. Documentation must be included to verify points including the name & date of the event, event host/director, and the results of your division.  Uncontested divisions will not be considered. Non-documented events will not be considered.

· Assistant Hosting Local/1 assistant per event	6 points
 
· Hosting a State tournament				12 points

You must be a USJA Blackbelt with current membership, background screen, heads up certification and safe sport certification to host a Local or State tournament.




	Virtual Seminars

NOTE: There is already a precedent that Virtual workouts receive one point for each ten sessions, similar to face-to-face workouts. This should continue.

Virtual Seminars that fulfill the following two criteria be awarded one point per hour, up to three points per day:
1. Instructor Qualifications:
The instructor be one of the following:
· A National or higher referee for referee sessions
· An “A” level certified Kata Instructor or equivalent (ex: An elite division senior national champion or instructor of champions) for Kata training
· A Certified Coach Instructor for coaching concepts
· An expert in a subject area presenting their area of expertise for specialty trainings (Lawyer, Health Care Professional, Marketing Specialist, etc)
· A Shodan or higher
2. Participation:
There are at least three clubs in attendance to be considered for Virtual Seminar points.
To recap, participants at Virtual Seminars that have a qualified instructor and at least three clubs in attendance would receive one point per hour, up to three points per day. 
No more than 25% of the points required for a promotion can be obtained by Virtual Seminars by either the participants or the seminar instructors.

· Participate in a (One Hour) Judo demonstration in your community or your school. (In Person OR Live ZOOM) – 2 Point per day
· Bring a guest to judo to try out the class. – 1 Point.  If they join your club and sign-up with USJA – 3 Points
· Research and write a one-page essay related to Judo and present to your club via live or Zoom – 5 Points
· Document perfect attendance for 3 months – 1 Point
· Participate in a one-month exercise/fitness program designed by one of your coaches and take a fitness challenge to measure your progress.  – 2 Points
· Coach and Student select a Judo book and write a one-page report.  Your Coach/Instructor will evaluate for points.  – 5 Points
· Complete Safe Sport Training Certification – 3 points
· Complete Heads Up Concussion Training Certification – 3 points
· Complete CPR and Basic First Aid Certification with Red Cross – 3 points
